IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions
should always be followed to reduce the risk of fire, eleciric
shock, and injury fo persons, incuding the following:

. Read all instructions before using the appliance.

. To avoid fire or shock hazard, pﬁjg the appliance

directly into a 120V AC elecrical outlet.

. Keep the cord out of heavy traffic areas. To avoid

fire hazard, NEVER put the cord under rugs or near

heat registers.

. DO NOT place humidifier near heat sources such as

stoves, radiators, and heaters. DO locate your

humidifier on an inside wall near an elecirical outlet.

The humidifier should be at least 4 inches (10 cm)

away from the wall for best results.

. NEVER place humidifier in an area where it is

aceessible to children. NEVER use humidifier in a

closed room, particularly where a child may be

sleeping, resting, or playing (a closed room may

result in excessive humidity).

. WARNING: Do not attempt to refill humidifier without

first unplugging the nit from ifs electrical outlet. Failure

to heed this warning may cause personal injury. Be sure

fo |:Inp|ug the unit by puﬁing on the plug and not the

cord.

. Never place anything over moisture outlet when the
unit is running.
NEVER drop or insert any object into any openings.
DO NOT operate any appliance with a damaged cord
or plug, uFIer the appliance malfunctions, or if it has
been dropped or damaged in any manner. Return
appliance to manufacturer for examination, electrical
or mechanical adjustment, or repair.

Use a hyﬁromeier,
available at your local retailer or through the
manufacturer, to measure the humidity.

. DO NOT attempt to repair or adjust any elecirical or

mechanical functions on this unit. Doing so will void
your wurrumz. The inside of the unit contains no
user serviceable parts. All servicing should be
performed by qualified personnel only.

Cord and Plug Installation Safety Instructions:

The length of cord used on this appliance was selected to
reduce ﬂ1e hazards of becoming tangled in, or fripping
over a longer cord. If a longer cord is necessary an
approved extension cord may be used. The elecirical
rating of the extension cord must be equal to or greater
than the rating of the humidifier (refer to the rafing
information pﬂlced on the humidifier). Care must be
taken to arrange the extension cord so that it will not
drape over the countertop or tabletop where it can be
pulled on by children or accidentally tripped over.

HOW ULTRASONIC WORKS:

An ultrasonic transducer atomizes water, producing
refreshing visible cool mist.

NOTE: A humidity level below 20% can be unheahhr
and uncomfortable. The recommended humidity level is
between 40%-50%.

PRE-OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
1

. When using the humidifier for the first fime after
being removed from its original box, it is
recommended to place the unit at room femperature
for about 30 minutes before operation.
Select a location for your humidifier, on a flat
surface, af least 4 inches (10 cm) away from the
wall. DO NOT place the humidifier on a finished floor
or near furniture, which can be damaged by too
much moisture or water. Place on a moisture resistant
surface.
3. Be sure the humidifier is disconnected from the
electrical outlet and the unit control knob is switched
to standby ( & ) position.

FILLING THE WATER TANK

WARNING: DO NOT pour water info the mist nozzle on

top of the humidifier. DO NOT pour water directly into the

water basin as this may cause damage to the unit. Always

follow below steps to fill or refill water.

1. Shut off and unplug before removing the water tank
and moving the unit. See Figure 4 for reference.
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2. Bring the tank fo the
sink, turn upside down
and twist off the tank cap
by turning counter
clockwise. Fill tank with
cool, fresh tap water. DO
NOT fill with warm water
as this may cause the unit
to leak. Place the cap
back on tank and turn
firmly clockwise to
complete this step. See
Figure 1 for reference.

3. Place tank back on fo the
base. The tank will
immediately begin to
release water into the
base reservoir.

4. Make sure the water tank
is well placed.

5. Plug the humidifier into
the appropriate eledirical
outlet.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Rotate the control knob clockwise from the off position
® 1o the position between Low ¢ & High ** mist
range o start the humidifier. The indicator light will
illuminate in green, and mist will disperse from top
after a few seconds. See Figure 3 for reference.

2. Adjust the control knob to seﬂed desired mist output level.
Rotate knob clockwise to increase mist output level and
counter clockwise to decrease mist level.

Note: High setting will produce the maximum moisture
level ung Low setting will produce the longest run time and
quieter performance. When the humidifier runs out of
water, the fransducer and fan will automatically shut off.

3. To stop mist output at any setting, turn the knob
counter clockwise to the off posifion .

4. When the humidifier runs out of water, the fransducer
and fan will automatically shut off. The indicator light
will turn red. Turn the humidifier off and unplug it
from the eleirical outlet.

Before refilling empr{luny residual water from the base

and the tank (follow the "Daily Maintenance” instructions).

Then follow the Filling Water Tank Instructions to refill the

tank and put back into the humidifier to begin operation.

WARNING: DO NOT move the humidifier with water in the

tank or the humidifier base. The moving action of the water

may activate the water tank’s release nozzle and overfill the
humidifier base. This may cause the humidifier to funcfion
intermittently, or stop emitting mist. If this occurs, simply
remove the excess water from the humidifier base.

LED Night Light

Your humidifier is equipped with blue decorative night light
feature. Built-in night-light in humidifier base, below the
water tank base, il?uminmes the water with a blue light,
which can be seen through the water level view window. The
decorative light will turn on when the control knob rotates
clockwise into Low to High mist position, and turns off when
the control knob is placed info Standby position.

NOTE: DO NOT operate the humidifier without water.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE
INSTRUCTIONS

Humidifiers provide comfort by adding moisture o dry,
heated indoor air. To benefit most from the humidifier
and avoid product misuse, follow all instructions carefully.
Please note that this is an electrical appliance and
requires attention when in use.

In addition, if you do not follow the recommended care
and maintenance guidelines, micro-organisms may be
able to grow in the water within the water tank. You must
routinely follow the cleaning procedures that follow in
order to ensure proper, efficient operation of your
humidifier. Proper maintenance and cleaning is essential
to the continued performance of your unit and the
avoidance of algae or bacteria build-up.

Daily Maintenance:

1. Be sure the unit is OFF and is disconnected from the
electrical outlet.

2. Remove the tank from the base of the unit, drain
and rinse the base and tank thoroughly to remove
any sediment or dirt. Wipe clean, and dry with a
clean cloth or paper towel.

3. Refill tank with cool tap water as instructed earlier in
the Filling Instructions. Do not overfill.

4. Follow Operating Instructions to turn on the humidifier.

Weekly Maintenance:

To Remove Scale:

1. Repeat previous steps in Daily Maintenance.

2. (lean the base by partially fiﬁing the base with one
8-0z cup of undiﬁned white vinegar. Leave this
solution in the base for 20 minutes, while dleaning all
the interior surfaces with a soft brush (brush
induded). Gently scrub the area around the
transducer with a soft brush. Remove base scale by
wiping the base with a cloth dampened with undiluted
white vinegar.

3. Rinse with clean warm water to remove the dleaning
solution before disinfecting the tank.



To Disinfect Humidifier Base and Tank:

1. Fill humidifier tank 1/2 full with water and 1/2 tablespoon of chlorine bleach.

2. Let the solution stand for 20 minutes, swishing every few minutes. Wet all surfaces.

3. Carefully empty the tank after 20 minutes, and rinse with warm water until you cannot detect any bleach smell.
Dry with a clean dloth or paper towel.

4. Re}’ill the water tank with cool water and replace on unit (see Filling Instructions above). Follow Operating
Instructions to turn the humidifier ON.

5. To clean the humidifier base, Ipour out all excess water. Wipe clean and dry with a dean cloth or paper towel. Do
not use metal cleaning utensils or abrasive cleansers.

STORAGE INSTRUCTIONS

When not using your humidifier for an extended period of time:

1. Clean, rinse and thoroughly dry the humidifier as directed in weekly maintenance. DO NOT leave any water in the
unit when storing. Leaving water in the unit may render the unit inoperable for the following season.

2. Place the humidi%ier in the original carton and store in a cool, dry place.
